Campaign Storage
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Augmentation Plan:
• Procure 440 additional disks for a formatted capacity increase of approximately 4 PB 

formatted capacity
– Allocation plan in work, must also account for GLADE2 decommissioning

Status:
• Vendor Quotes Received
• Proposal submitted to NSF

– Awaiting Response, could be month(s)
• If funded, installation process is straightforward but tedious, will not require system 

downtime

Data Sharing:
• During last month’s SAG, roundtable discussion proposed we explore options for 

NFS-type access to Campaign Storage from Lab stakeholders

Seeking input to assess feasibility:
• Caveats:

– Not offering commitment today, just seeking clarifications in order to assess 
feasibility, perhaps draft an SLA

– Read-only almost certainly a precondition to address numerous security concerns
